Teeters:

"The history of my connection with this station dates back to 1922, at which time I started the second radio station in Oklahoma and one of the first 'one hundred' stations on the air. It was a one-man broadcasting station," said Mr. Teeters. Mr. Teeters became interested in ' the radio and wireless in 1910. At that time wireless was just coming into general use and radio was an interesting experiment. He attended the famous Marconi School in New York City and studied there until business connections compelled him to go to Chicago, where he continued his experiments along that line until he moved to Chickasha in 1921. The late Dr. G. W. Austin of the Oklahoma College for Women became greatly interested in radio about 1924 and negotiations were made to transfer the broadcasting station to O. C. W. on account of the array of talent procurable from the college. The negotiations were completed in 1925 and for the past four years chapel programs and evening programs have been broadcast. Many a mother of an O. C. W. student joins in the chapel programs while some proud father listen to his "pride and joy" in the evening. The station has increased in value from $250 in 1922 to $50,000 in 1929. The main studio of K. O. C. W. is located in the New Chickasha Hotel and the transmitter in the Administration building of the Oklahoma College for Women. The station at this time is being bought back by Arthur Johnson and J. A. Teeters, who expect to put in a modern up-to-date broadcasting station with the transmitter possibly located several miles from the city limits. 

"Radio Station K. O. C. W. signing off at 4:30 o'clock Central Standard Time — Good afternoon," said Dean Cook, radio announcer, and went into the reception room. "And what can I do for you, young lady?" he asked a rather shaky-need Trend reporter. "I want to sec someone who can tell me all about this station," replied the reporter, who was promptly led to the office of Mr. J. A. Teeters, advertising manager and part owner of Radio Station K. O. C. W.

FINE ARTS FACULTY PRESENTS PROGRAM 

Because such an interest has been taken in the broadcasting of programs from the Oklahoma College for Women, a new radio sending station of 20 times the power of the present station has been purchased and will be installed within the next few weeks by the Chickasha Radio and Electric Company, owners and operators of KFGD. The specially built 200-watt station when completed will give Chickasha the largest sending station in Oklahoma. This sending set will have the power to be heard anywhere in the United States at night and can be heard anywhere in the southwest in the daytime. J. A. Teeters, of the Chickasha Radio and Electric company, stated that the station would probably be set up and in operation within the next three weeks. It is to be installed by J. M. Baldwin, who has made a special study of radio for the past two years. It has been by his efforts that the small station at the college, which has been heard in the state of Washington and Montana, has been such a success in broadcasting programs given by Oklahoma talent in the school of fine arts at the Oklahoma College for Women. This station will be installed in the radio room at the side of the main auditorium of the administration building where the small station is located at the present. According to statements from radio experts, who have viewed the location there,, the plush curtains around the stage make an ideal broadcasting studio as the plush minimizes the echo. When the new station is installed and ready for operation a special program as a formal opening will be broadcasted in celebration of the event. The name of the station will be: "Station KFGD of the Oklahoma College for Women, located at Chickasha, Oklahoma." Programs will 'be broadcaster on the 248 meter wave length. 

 KVOO was Tulsa's only broadcast radio station until early 1934 when KTUL Radio

went on the air. The station owner, J.T. Griffin, acquired the license and

frequency from the Oklahoma College for Women (OCW; NR 2001) in Chickasha in

1932. OCW began broadcasting in October 1924 on a frequency of 1400 kilocycles

with a 50-watt transmitter under the call sign KFGD. Operated primarily by

students at the all-girls school, the station was boosted to a 100-watt

transmitter in January 1925 and to 200-watts in April of the same year. By

1927, the station had a 500-watt transmitter and the call letters had changed

to KOCW. However, strict equipment requirements mandated by the Federal Radio

Commission, created in 1927, caused the school to sell the station to Griffin.

in 1932. 

Although apparently first moving the station to Muskogee, Griffin put KTUL

on the air in Tulsa on 22 January 1934 under the general management of William

G. Gillespie. At that time, the station broadcast at the 1400 kilocycle

frequency with 250 watts of power at night and 500 watts during the day. In

1938, KTUL was granted a power boost to 1,000 watts at night and 5,000 daytime

watts. Two years later, KTUL's power increased to 5,000 watts day and night.

The following year, under the Havana Treaty, KTUL's frequency was reallocated

from 1400 to 1430 kilocycles, at which it remained through the period of

significance.

“Yes, We Have a Radio Station” was an article featured in the October 24, 1923 edition of The Trend. During this time, the university was operated under the name Oklahoma College for Women.


“This is Station KFGD, of the Oklahoma College for Women, located at Chickasha, Okla., broadcasting.” This is the words of a voice that is being sent out through the (?) to all parts of the universe by the new O.C.W. broadcasting radio set, that has been in operation for three weeks.


The college gets the broadcasting station through the cooperation of the Chickasha Radio and Electric company, which has been broadcasting here for some time and which, after discussing the mater with G. W. Austin, president of the school, consented to install the station at the college and broadcast all programs during the year.


The sending station has been installed in a small dressing room to the north of the stage in the administration auditorium. According to J.M. Baldwin, who installed the station and who will operate it, the room makes an ideal location for a broadcasting station, in that it is near the stage and the ampliphone can be placed just back of the stage on a pedestal and the program that is being given to an audience can be broadcasted without the slightest disturbance.


Mr. Baldwin stated that the plush curtains around the stage make an ideal studio for broadcasting musical programs, as the plush minimizes the echo. He stated that it was very fortunate that such was the case as almost every station was usually forced to build a special studio.


The KFGD is a specially-built 10-watt station and has recently established a record on low-power, long-distance transmission, as it was clearly heard in Esperance, Wash., a distance of 1,800 miles.


J.M. Baldwin, a government licensed radio operator, will have charge of the station. He has made a study of radio tactics for three years and built the sending set that he has installed in the college. HE was also associated in the building of the WOAA station at Ardmore. He will broadcast on 248 meters.


The set has been tested this week and proves to be in excellent shape for the first program. A number of the sets in Chickasha have tuned in on the test programs and find that they are coming in very distinct, according to reports today.
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
